ART UPDATE
Kindergarten and 1st grade have been learning about the famous painter Claude Monet 
this month.  Kindergarten students created their own rendition of his water lily pond.  
First grade used Impressionist brush strikes to create butterfly paintings.  

2nd and 3rd grades have created gradient backgrounds in tempera paint and added unit 
related silhouettes- Pittsburgh and rock formations.  

4th through 6th grades created calligrams using words to make a shape.  They are in the 
process of creating a group faux stained glass mural to decorate the sharing room for 
the summer. 
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Kindergarten has had so much fun last week doing 
science experiments with water. They ended the 
week learning about water displacement. To finish up 
the lesson they had the chance to create their own 
boats out of classroom materials. They tested the 
boats to see which ones could hold the most weight ! 

First Grade combined a number of things they have been 
studying,: creating insects out of various shapes and then 
tallying and graphing the number of each shape used.  
They also had to label all of the parts that are common in 
all insects, which they learned through the insect version 
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Second grade read a non- fiction piece 
called, ]16¯0 Go Rock Collectinglast 
week. Several students were inspired to 
bring their own rock collections and 
share them with us. They will learn so 
many interesting things next year in 
3rd grade in the rock and mineral unit!
